Annex 3 b: Explanations for Form 3

“Feasibility Evaluation”
Purpose: Already in connection with an enquiry about a product, the supplier is assigned the task to assess the feasibility of the product. Through the number of questions listed there, the supplier is given the opportunity, even before submitting the offer, to inform himself about the requirements regarding the product and its feasibility as expected by Pierburg.

Feasibility Requirements
1. Technical information
The supplier should, in his own interest check completeness and comprehensibility of the engineering documents. In the case of check backs, staff from Purchasing will establish a contact with the corresponding expert departments.
All specifications applicable have to be checked and confirmed (drawing, technical specifications, Pierburg norms, official norms, …). All applicable specifications have to be listed in the remarks field by the supplier The document revision and document approval date is also to be listed by the supplier.
2. Production experience
The answer to this question serves the purpose of providing information whether already comparable products based on corresponding production technology are manufactured.
3. Feasibility
These feasibility related questions serve the purpose of verifying whether the manufacturing process for the product enquired about by Pierburg can basically be integrated within the manufacturing processes of the supplier.
If Pierburg has defined no special characteristics, the supplier has to choose characteristics on his own initiative, which stand representative for the production process. 

For special characteristics defined by Pierburg, the respective Pierburg specification [Pierburg Norm] shall be used.
4. Quality in accordance with Pierburg QA requirements
The fulfilment, respectively planned introduction of the listed QA requirements is the basic requirement for a successful cooperation between Pierburg and the supplier.

5. Specific standards only for suppliers of electronic components
The compliance, respectively planned introduction of the listed electronic requirements is the basic requirement for a successful co-operation between Pierburg and the supplier.

6. An inspection of the manufacturing facilities is granted to the Pierburg representatives
Pierburg performs process audits of all suppliers after prior announcement for the purpose of being able to convince itself on location as to the capability of the supplier.
Signature
The supplier confirms the implementation of the manufacturability assessment through their signature of the supplier representative (e.g. Key Account, Engineering or Quality). The feasibility document including the Annex, if needed, has to be send together with the offer to Pierburg Purchasing.

Remark to Feasibility

Detailed notes have to be given to the feasibility regarding answers with “No”, “not applicable” or “not feasible” within the additional Pierburg Annex.
The supplier shall be responsible to specify concerns or room for improvement.
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
